ORDINANCE NO.  618
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY 

OF ELLSWORTH, IOWA, ​​​​2008, PERTAINING TO THE ELECTRIC UTILITY 

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Ellsworth, Hamilton County, Iowa:


SECTION 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Chapter 111, Sections 04 and 05 of The Code of Ordinances of the City of Ellsworth, Iowa, 2008, are amended by adopting the following paragraph and subparagraphs in lieu thereof:
111.04. SERVICE RULES AND REGULATIONS.  The rules and regulations for electric service are contained in the Service Rules of the Municipal Electric Utility.  An official copy of the rules and regulations as adopted is on file in the office of the Clerk.  The rules and regulations contained therein shall apply to all users of the municipal electric system.

111.05. RATES.  The rates for electric service shall be as follows:
       (1).  Residential – Applicable to one taking electric service through a single electric meter to serve premises occupied and used exclusively as a dwelling place for one family.

$20 Service Charge


B.
First 250 kWh or less per month @ .13200 per kWh

C.
All over 250 kWh per month @ .11500 per kWh


D.
Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax, if applicable.

       (2).  Residential Heating Rates – Applicable to one taking electric service through a single electric meter for the heating of premises occupied and used exclusively as a dwelling place for one family.


A.
October through May at .06260 per kWh

B.
Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax, if applicable
       (3).  Municipal Service – Applicable to a City department or activity, other than the electric utility, which uses electric service.


A.
.12870 per kWh for all energy used.

B.
Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax, if applicable.
       (4). Commercial Service – Applicable to one taking electric service through a single electric meter for purposes not included in residential or municipal usage.

A.
$30 Service Charge


B.
First 250 kWh or less per month @ .13200 per kWh


C.
All over 250 kWh per month @ .11500 per kWh


D.
Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax, if applicable.
       (5). Industrial Three Phase Served by 7,200 Volts Primary Service:
A. A Demand Charge of $21.53 per kilowatt per month at the highest monthly incidental 30-minute kilowatt demand determined at the time of the Municipal’s Wholesale Power Supplier’s system peak.  The Demand Charge will be adjusted periodically in accordance with the Municipal Wholesale Power Supplier Rate Schedule.

B. An Energy Charge will be applied to all kilowatt hours used each month.  The energy charge will be adjusted periodically in accordance to the Municipal Wholesale Power Supplier Rate Schedule.

C. A Distribution Delivery Charge will be applied to the maximum kW demand for any period of thirty (30) consecutive minutes during the month for which the bill is rendered as indicated or recorded by demand meter.  The Distribution Delivery Charge shall be adjusted yearly based on the Consumer Price Index.

D. A Monthly Cost of Service Charge will be assessed.

E. A minimum monthly charge shall be applied in such cases where no kilowatt demand or kilowatt hours were recorded during the billing period.  The minimum bill shall be $1.00/KVA furnished.

F. The customer agrees to maintain unity power factor as nearly as practicable.  Demand charges will be adjusted to correct average power factor lower than 95%.  Such adjustments will be made by increasing the measured demand 1% for each 1% by which the average power factor is less than 95% lagging.

G. The above rate is net; and if payment is not received on or before the close of business on the date due, the charge will be increased by 1%.

H. Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax if applicable.

       (6). Industrial I Service – Applicable to one taking electric service through a single electric meter with annual volume greater than 50,000 kWh.

Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax, if applicable.
      (7). Industrial II Service – Applicable to one taking electric service through a single electric meter with annual volume greater than 2,000,000 kWh.

$375 Service Charge


B.
.06580 per kWh


C.
Demand charge of $18.50 per kWh, billed based on highest demand during month.

D.
Add sales tax to the total, plus 1% for Local Option Tax, if applicable.

SECTION 3.  REPEALER.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 4.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 5.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Where the trouble is found to be on utility facilities - No charge

Where the trouble is found to be on the customer’s side of the meter - $25/ hour

CUSOMER REQUESTED METER TESTS:

Where the meter is found to be outside allowable tolerance – No charge

Where the meter is found to be within allowable tolerance - $25.00

Where the customer request independent testing and meter is within tolerance – Direct Costs

POSTING FOR DISCONNECTION OF SERVICE FOR NON-PAYMENT:

$25.00 per service
METER RECONNECTION:
Reconnection due to non-payment regular business hours - $25.00


Reconnection after hours (if available) - $100.00
Reconnection on Weekends (if available) - $175.00

Reconnection on Holidays (if available) - $225.00
**All fees will be paid in advance before re-connection or testing is done. **

SERVICE/METER RELOCATION:

$50 / per hour plus materials
